Letter from the President of Friends of Midland May 27, 2017
Dear Friends of Midland,
History marches on at Midland Cemetery.

The front cover is the announcement of Andrew T. Askin, who was a United States Navy
soldier during World War I. After researching this young man, he like many military personal
goes off to protect the American way. Andrew’s story is short, as he died at the tender age of
twenty-two. He was only in the service for less than a year before tragedy struck the ship
named US collier Cyclops. Although there is not much documented information found due to
the sinking of the ship and the death of everyone on board, one can only surmise what he
had to endure while on the ship working prior to his death. Below are excerpt from the
Harrisburg Telegraph newspaper concerning his journey.

Andrew Askin. colored. of Steelton. a son of Mrs. Annie Bailor. and believed
to have been lost because of the failure of the U. 8. Collier cyclops to appear in
port, had a narrow escape from death several months ago. his mother said
today. In the last letter she received from him in February he told that the
ship had nearly been blown up by one of its own mines while In South
American waters.

The report that Askin was probably lost was received by Mrs. Bailor last night
in a telegram from the Navy Department. He enlisted a year ago at Adantic
City and was an assistant cook on the collier.

In honor of him, veteran African American military men got together and were able to have
the: Andrew Askin American Legion Post 479 named after him. This post was located on
Ridge Street in Steelton. Andrew was not born nor raised in Steelton and only lived here for a
short time however his mother and many of his siblings did live here for a number of years.
Although his life was short his memory will last forever with the history of the Legion and the
US Navy in their books of history.

As the Friends of Midland gather to honor all of the veterans, take time to reflect on our
ancestor who fought for our freedom and paved the way in unity of American history.

Thank you for your support and prayers in the continued restoration and preservation while
using these hallowed grounds for education.

Bryan Wade is a native of Harrisburg, Pa and is graduate of York College of PA with a BA in
Education. With seventeen years of television, radio and documentary experience his credits
include: twelve years producing the television series “Worlds Apart”, for which he created over
600 half-hour programs. His latest documentary was procured as a consultant, narrator and guest
interviewer for the recently completed Oral History project with the National Civil War Museum
in Harrisburg, Pa.

He has produced media productions from gubernatorial dialogue with former governors to the
award-winning documentary entitled Project Ujima. His most recent public service venture is his
historic oral history project which explores the lives of several African American servicemen and
women that were either born or resided in the greater Harrisburg area. Look for the release of
this documentary in September of 2017.

Mike Folmer may be best known for the 87-year-old, landmark produce store that bore his family
name in Lebanon, Pennsylvania.

As a college student at Grace College in Winona Lake, Indiana, Mike paid tuition by selling
produce door-to-door in a converted pick-up truck from his father’s business.

Mike is a founding member of the Constitutional Organization of Liberty, a community-wide
educational project designed to promote awareness of America’s founding principles.

Senator Folmer’s signature legislative accomplishment is Act 16 of 2016, which allows the use of
medical cannabis in Pennsylvania for certain medical conditions. He led a bipartisan educational
effort to allow patients access to medical cannabis, another arrow in their quiver to fight their
iliness.

He currently serves as Chairman of the Senate State Government. Other committee assignments
include Education; Intergovernmental Operations; Labor and Industry; Communications and
Technology and Rules and Executive Nominations.

Headquarters in New Cumberland, PA. Her most rewarding assignment as a civilian thus far was
as the Director, DLA Distribution Bahrain in the Kingdom of Bahrain from January 2009 to August
2012.

Ms. Crosson earned her Bachelor of Science degree in Business Administration from the
University of Pittsburgh and Master of Arts degree in Organization and Personnel management
from Central Michigan University.

She is a native of Steelton, Pennsylvania and a Civil War, Buffalo Soldier and Korean Conflict
veteran descendant.

Oscar L. Douglas, Jr. is a lifelong resident of Harrisburg and a 1972 graduate of Penn State
University in Middletown, PA. where he majored in Psychology.

From 1972 until 1975, he worked for WTPA TV-FM. He started out as an announcer at WTPA-FM
radio, the Easy Listening Station where he also read the news twice a day.

Also, at WTPA-TV he served as an announcer and cameraman, provided voice over’s for
commercials and public service announcements. Beginning in 1978 until 1981, he worked at
WEFEC Radio, starting as a weekend DJ, and eventually worked his way up to be the Station’s
Program Director.

Then, in 1981, he returned to television at WHTM-TV where he worked as a Photographer,
covering local and professional sports, general news stories and weather features with reporters.

In December 1985, he began serving as City Clerk and remained in that position until 2002, when
he transferred to the Harrisburg Bureau of Police as Community Policing Coordinator until his
retirement in October of 2006 with more than 20 years of service.

In January 2015, he began working for State Representative Patty Kim as an Administrative

Andrew Askin Obituary

February 6, 1896 — June 14, 1918

Andrew Theodore Askin, 22 years of age, born in Baltimore Maryland, the son of William and
Annie Askin, died on the ship known as the US collier Cyclops which was lost at sea on March
4, 1918. Assistant Secretary of the Navy Franklin D. Roosevelt declared Cyclops to be
officially lost, and all hands declared legally deceased as of June 14, 1918. Andrew was
survived by his mother Mrs. Annie Bailor, siblings Gussie, Sedonia, Alberta, Walter, Ethel,
Dallett, Luclia and Ada. He resided with his mother for a while at 151 Main Street in Steelton
Pa. He enlisted in Atlantic City New Jersey with the Navy. His listed assignment on the ship
was a Mess Attendant 3™ Class. This gave him the opportunity to visit several countries.

He will be remembered by the veterans of the Civil War, Spanish American War and World
War | when they organized the segregated Andrew Askin American Legion Post 479 in
Steelton, Pa. He will be remembered in history and in prayers. His remains along with the
crew of 306 and ship were never found to date almost one hundred years ago. Thank you all
for your service.
